2 - 18 Novenber 2002
RSR and Ricardo Parrini et al

2 Nov - AM arrival, and transfer to Hotel Merlin in

Copacabana; lunch there, then a Rio city tour ending up in a part
of Tijuca NP for our fist ook at birds (surprisingly productive

considering the tine of day); excellent fancy dinner at
Churrascaria Mriu
3 Nov - all day at Poco das Antas Ecol. Reserve (normally

closed to the public but sone Brazilian "jetu" got us in, even on
a Sunday); we failed to |ocate any of the Golden Lion Marnosets
for which the reserve was set up (and which apparently are
thriving here, usuually easy to see as they are fed on weekdays),
but saw a reasonabl e nunber of birds considering that virtually
all of the 7000-hectare reserve is secondary woodl and dating from
the late 1970s); terrible traffic getting back into Rio

4 Nov - AMflights to Below Horizonte and then on to Montes
Claros, where we are nmet by two vans and drive for another two
hours to Januaria where we check into the new Hotel Viva Maria
(appropriately enough), overlooking the Rio Sdo Francisco; have
[ unch, then drive some 50 km N to a side road into the Valle do
Peruacl NP (a huge | BAMA-controll ed area which as usual is nostly
off limts though fortunately a public road permts access into
part of it), where there's excellent caatinga woodl and (550-600
m, with highlights being our first of many flocks of Golden-
capped Parakeets and a terrific Mustached Wodcreeper at dusk

5 Nov - AM back at Valle do Peruacu, very productive and this
nmorning we go further up and get get into sone good caatinga
scrub (700 m, with highlights being a nice (and nuch-coveted)
Great Xenops, a couple Ash-throated Casiornis, and several pairs
of the newy described Sdo Franci sco Sparrows; back to hotel for
l unch and a short siesta; in late PMdrive a bit further Nto the
town of Itacaranbi on the banks of the Sdo Francisco to await the
appearnce of the Bahia Ni ghthawk at dusk (one appears, but is not
seen all that well); heavy rain overnight

6 Nov - thankfully the rains have stopped (tenporarily) so in
early AMdrive S along Montes Caros road to await dawn on bridge
over the R o S&do Francisco, and this tine a single Bahia
Ni ght hawk permits a nore satisfactory | ook (though GI about kills
himself in his haste to see it); then drive back north to a
private fazenda W of Itacaranbi (it seens to have two nanes,
either the A ho d Agua or the Saparecida), where we have a |ong
wal k back to the base of a large rocky outcropping through good
caatinga woodl and, and there nanage to find (barely) a couple
Caati nga Bl ack-Tyrants; back to the hotel for lunch and then the
Il ong and increasingly rainy drive S back to Montes O aros and on
to another 2+ hours to Pirapora and the Hotel Canoeiras, again on
the banks of the R o S&o Francisco; it continues to rain all
ni ght, pouring much of the tine

7 Nov - we awake to continuing rain, and delay for a while
after breakfast, but thankfully it lets up and we head out in
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continuing drizzle around 0800 hrs.; our destination is the
little travell ed "dredge road" that angles left off the Varzea de
Pal ma hi ghway and into excellent cerrado and gallery forest; here
the highlights are a cooperative pair of M nas GCerais
Tyrannul ets, and a | ess cooperative Henna-capped Foliage-gl eaner
(at least | got tape) and Forbes's Bl ackbird; back to hotel for
lunch and heavy rains comence yet again and we pull the plug,
opting not to drive back to Mntes Caros and chance that our
flight to Bel ow would actually go, but rather to drive to Serra
do Cipo directly (Andy should actually have set it up this way
anyway, it ended up taking less tine!); get to the Hotel Veraneio
C p6é around dusk (the town now nuch nore devel oped, but stil
attractive), and at least the rains seemfinally to have ended

8 Nov - early breakfast and then up into the highlands, with a
long walk up to 1250 m for the canastero etc. (in roughly the
same area as we went in 1990, also to the right but a little
further along), and then along a side road to the left that
entered nore cerrado-like habitat (this nmay not even have existed
in 1990), both very productive; back to hotel for lunch, and then
the long drive W back through Belo and on to Sdo Roque at the
edge of Serra da Canastra NP (it took 6 1/2 hrs), settling in at
the Pousada Barcelos (nice enough roonms and grounds, but it
suffers badly for not having nmeal service, and this was to prove
a hassle throughout our stay, as we have to repair to a so-so
restaurant in town)

9 Nov - long AM drive into the park (as high as 1400 nm
through nice canpos and grasslands (though nmuch has recently
burned), ending at the top o the Casca d Anta waterfall, wth
hi ghlights being various canmpo birds and a superb pair of
circling Crowned Eagles (nut no nergansers); back to town for
lunch, then drive into the upper R o Sado Francisco valley above
Vargem Bonita in the late PM there, not |ong before dusk and
after several hours of watching and waiting, we are thrilled to
see no less than 5 Brazilian Mergansers in flight (though brief,
actually quite nicely observed though a couple people sonehow
managed not to pick them up)

10 Nov - AMreturn to the upper Rio Sdo Francisco valley for a
serious nerganser search, and in the late AM we hit pay dirt
spotting a pair on a quiet pool and then managing to watch them
for 15-20 mnutes as they swam preened, and even courted, quite
unawar e of our presence (this has to have been the trip highlight
for me); back to town for lunch (no picnics on this trip... ),
then return to park in late PM and evening, with highlights being
a fine mxed flock of Sporophila at the source of the R o Sao
Franci sco and two splendid Maned Wl ves (the first spotlighted as
it strode through tall grass, the second blissfully tame at the
park entrance station!) - quite a day!

11 Nov - AM back in the upper Rio Sdo Francisco valley, this
time continuing on to the snmall section of the park that actually
incorporates a little terrain at the base of the serra, where
there's sone pretty good forest and we walk to the bottom of the
Casca d' Anta falls; in PM go back up into park but are thwarted
by two torrential thunderstorns and return earlier than expected



12 Nov - early AM back in the park, and finally manage to see
the Brasilia Tapaculo; then the very long drive to Caraca (our
unfortunate backtracking this way had presunably been set up to
avaoid being at Caraca on a weekend, always to be avoided); we
arrive just in time for dinner (1930 hrs.) and then sone of us
adjourn to the small plaza in front of the search to await the
Maned Wolf, and after a wait of over an hour (actually quite
pl easant) one obliges around 2200 hrs, approaching very nervously
and tentatively (rmuch |l ess bold than the one in Canastra)

13 Nov - all day at Caraca (ca. 1300 m), a productive AM strol
along the track to the Tanque d' Agua, PM wal k al ong anot her track
mai nly through nore open terrain (I can't seemto renenber its
nanme); after dinner we go out owing, and actually nanage to see
one, a superb Striped; the Maned WIf fails to appear this
evening (they apparently aren't as regular now as they used to
be, the padre who started this whol e business having died; the
entire nonastery is set to close in a few years, and that nay end
it altogether)

14 Nov - relatively unproductive AM excursion down the nain
entrance road; then drive to Belo Horizonte airport, |unching
there before we board plane for flight to R o de Janeiro
(actually this flight too could really have been avoi ded, and we
could have just as easily - nmybe nore easily - have driven to
Teresopolis); anyway, we fly to R o, and then drive back out of
the city through heavy traffic back up into the nountains to the
ni ce new pousada (1100 m inside Serra dos Orgaos NP

15 Nov - ealy AM wal k up along road from the pousada, then an
unschedul ed visit to a forest area near Teresopolis that turns
out to be another of the trip highlights, for here Ricardo has
found several singing Brazilian Laniisomas and we watch one
wonderful male for a protracted period; head to town for a
strange and quite nediocre lunch (no beer, and they weigh your
plate!), then drive W through mainly deforested hills to the
small town of Carno, still in Ro (near Mnas border) and above
which in a small patch of woodl and (460 m we see several staked-
out and very responsive pairs of the very rare Three-toed Jacanmar
(for ne sonehat marred by my tape-recorder's finally giving up
the ghost, frustrating!); long drive back to Teresoépolis

16 Nov - all day on the Pedra do Sino ("bell rock™) trail in
Serra dos Orgaos NP, a long but very enjoyable walk through
forest and up into elfin woodland (1950 m so we clinbed sonme 800
M, with a host of great birds but the highlights have to have
been the two Tijuca (so I'lIl call it the "Tijuca trail"; the walk
back down is interm nable, and Marc W goes so slowy that we get
caught by darkness before getting al the way down (we sit for a
while, then are rescued by drivers comng back up with lights);
this being Saturday of a |long weekend, there are many hikers on
the trail but it doesn't seem to bother anything unduly (sone
even managed to stunble onto a tinanou and an antt hrush)

17 Nov - | opt to cancel our scheduled drive to the coast in
guest of the (fabled) Restinga Antwren, instead arranging to stop
at the site where R cardo rediscovered the Kinglet Calyptura in
OCct 1996 (bel ow Teresépolis on side road at Garrafdo curve, 500



m; of course we don't see it (nor has anyone else since the
flurry of 1996 sightings), but the place (which actually is quite

ordi nary-1 ooking, any many sites look far "better"; in fact we
see very little period, which in fact is the norm here at this
unusually windy place) is of nore than a little historical

interest to nme; then the long drive south, bypassing Ri o and then
on down the coast, continuing to just N of Ubatuba and the
Fazenda Capricornio (which we visited back in the late 1980s)
where there are some new humm ngbird feeders which routinely host
Festive Coquettes (and species was nuch in evidence), and then a
bonus pair of Buff-throated Purpletufts; back to the charm ng and
historic town of Parati for the night (delicious dinner too)

18 Nov - AM along a side road inland through restinga and
woodl and from the rather dunmpy down of Pereque; once we figured
out how to avoid the considerable truck traffic, it turned out to
be terrific for birds with various specialties (notably the
Bl ack- hooded Antwen); lunch in towm and then we split up, ny
group returnining to the Rio airport for our honeward flights,
Maria's and Ricardo's heading to Itatiaia NP and a few nore days
inthe field

Januaria, with some beginning to pair up at flooding borrow pits
al ong roads; also a few near Pirapora

Brazilian Merganser - the prinme target at and around Canastra
NP, obviously; after looking for it in vain along the river above
the Casca d" Anta waterfall, not long before dusk 5 (2+1+2) were
seen in flight along the Rio Sdo Franci sco bel ow Canastra (these
were flying well above the water, in fact one pair flew al nost
directly over us [l guess this is how they manage to disperse
over unsuitable terrain... ]; all were vocalizing quite |oudly,

with the call being a sharp bark that actually was quite



rem ni scent of a regular old Mallard!); the next nmorning we were
privileged to watch a relaxed pair on a classic river pool
(1 ooking very sleek and virtually nmononorphic [I guess the male's
head was glossier and its crest a bit longer], often holding the
rather long tail slightly cocked out of water |ike a Hooded Merg.
soneti mes does), a fabulous sight indeed; Silveira and Bartnann
(Bird Conservation International, 2001) reckon there are only 6
pairs in and around Canastra NP, 2 of themalong this stretch of
river (another above the falls), and sadly once you get below
Vargem Bonita it deteriorates quickly so there really isn't much
of any place for any offspring that are produced to disperse into
(with better managenent of the river margins - e.g., encouraging

or requiring forested buffers - | cannot believe that conditions
would not inprove;, there now being so few large trees wth
suitable nesting cavities - the whole area having been heavily
| ogged - the provision of nest boxes probably would hel p too)

Kite anywhere), with a couple pairs noted at
Canastra (including a closely studied pair at their nest along
the Rio Sdo Francisco, watched deftly feeding their chick bits of
a ciccada)

(closely related to the Black-necked Stilt, H  nexicanus,
replacing it ins. South Arerica); this is notewrthy because nw.
Mnas Cerais is at the northern edge of nelanurus' range and
i ntergrades woul d have been presunmed to be possible

Bl ue-wi nged Macaw - a conplete surprise was seeing about 3
(separate) pairs in the devastated country at Carno (obligingly,
one of the pairs near |anded near us); one has to wonder how this
speci es coul d possibly survive here

Wi te-eyed Parakeet - comon in Januaria and Canastra areas,
smal l er nos. at Caraca and Carno

ol den- capped Parakeet - this beautiful parakeet was gratifying
common in the Januaria area, sonetimes in quite large flocks and
feeding with Wite-eyeds (often in mango trees) but always
seenming to fly separately fromthem snaller nos. around Canastra

Peach-fronted Parakeet - fairly comon at G p6 and Canastra
one nest in a roadcut at the latter
Caatinga Parakeet - fairly comon in the Januaria area,

Striped OM - one splendid calling bird was eventually | ocated

as it perched high in the grove of cypress trees at Caraca (a
weird place for it, so high above the ground; another i ndividual,
presumably its mate, eventually started to call in the distance
t 00)

Short-tailed Nighthawk - one at dusk heard at Peruacl, another
at dawn at Orgaos NP

Least Ni ghthawk - several seen at dusk en route to both G po
and Canastra, then nore (a dozen-plus) coursing over a savanna
near Canastra (these latter were repeatedly and well seen, and
remai ned silent aside from a very occasional "cut" call; wngs
seem | ess pointed and slightly broader than other Chordeil es)

Bahia Nighthawk - this nysterious and only recently described
species was not very well seen: we waited in position at the
stake-out on the Ro Sado Francisco just downstream from
Itacaranmbi wuntil it nearly got dark before one was spotted and
viewed quickly as it flew past over to the other side of the
river and was |lost to darkness; very early the next norning, at
the bridge over the river just S of Januaria, we fared a bit
better and got a decent (though still distant) |look at one as it
coursed |low over the water, totally dark and rem nding nme very
much of a Band-tailed N ghthawk (which, though lacking white in
tail is clearly the genus it belongs in); so would seem to be
rare (?), doubtless roosting in shrubbery near water |ike Band-
tail eds do; Ricardo had a recording of a flight call but I don't
remenber it

Pauraque - several seen and heard in the Januaria area, but
then (strangely) not again

Ccel | ated Poorwi Il - one heard distantly at Caraca

Ruf ous Nightjar - one heard briefly at dusk in woodland at
Per uacu

"Band-w nged" Nightjar (?) - a strange-looking nightjar that
was seen very closely (I alnost caught it, and wish | had... ) on

the road at Peruacu was thought, alnost by default, to have been



a mle of this species (nominate longirostris would be the
expected forn, though it really does not match the
pi ctures/description in either HBW or Cleere & Durney (1998);
this bird was nuch nore uniform grayish speckl ed/ dappl ed pal er
(alnost recalling a Comon/ Lesser N ghthawk), show ng prom nent
rictal bristles but no cheek patch, nuchal collar, or patterning
on w ng-coverts; as it flushed a bold white wng-band was
obvious, and even at rest lateral white on tail was al so obvious
(I believe on at least 4 outer rectrices); | think acceptable
photos were taken of it (need to see them; GI checked speci nens
at AMNH, and cane away believing that what we saw was not a Band-
w nged

Little Nightjar - a couple pairs in town at Januaria, including
one pair catching insects in the lights right at our hotel; no
vocal i zi ng heard

(Si ckl e-wi nged Nightjar - R cardo thought he knew of a site for
this species at Canastra, but we dipped; | thought that the
mar shy area and woodl and patches around the Nascente of the R o
Sédo Francisco |ooked better, and we were all set to try there
until the thunderstornms thwarted us)

White-collared Swift - scattered, with nos. |argest and seen
best at Canastra (esp. at the Casca d Anta where they were
nesting, but no evident Biscutates there despite searching); also
at Caraca, in Teresopolis/Orgdos NP, and sout hward

Bi scutate Swift - nobst conmon at C pdé where there were severa
| arge flocks; also seen in small nos. (and not very well) in the
Januaria area, but none were in evidence at Caraca where A
Wi tt aker goes on about such | arge "clouds" being present

Great Dusky Swift - only at Canastra, where w de-ranging but
seen best (by far) at the Casca d Anta where large nos. were
nesting with the Wilite-collareds, clinging to the rockface and
presenting quite a spectacle

G ay-runped Swift - smal | nos. at Teresopol i s and
Ubat uba/ Per eque
Ashy-tailed Swft - scattered, mainly in settled areas (G ay-

runped mainly over forest), with birds seen at Pirapora, G po
Canastra, and throughout Rio
Ruf ous-breasted Hermt - one seen at Pog¢o das Antas

Scal e-throated Hermit - not uncomon at Teresopolis/ Orgdos NP
wi th singing nal es seen
